( ««. ) The day I arrived in Paris,
I reported to the Alliance, where I was -
given several preliminary tests to deter-
mine my level of study; I was eventually
placed in Level 3. My classes lasted
approximately 90 minutes per day. I was
lucky enough to be placed in a class with
relatively few students; thus, each of °
us got a chance to recite several times a
day. Our teacher was excellent. FEach day
we studied grammar in detail, had conver-
sation practice, then wrote a dictation
or read excerpts of French literature from
our textbook, Le Francais et La Vie III.
After each dictation of reading our =
teacher gave us a lengthy list of vocabu-
lary. - It was advisable to learn this
by heart, as he usually surprised us with
a pop quiz on it the next day! On the
whole, I felt that the classes were excel-
lent and I thoroughly enjoyed them.

{ ««. } Special afternoon lectures
on art and literature were offered for
all students; I also attended some of
these. Overnlght bus trips to the,
chfiteaux of the Loire Valley, Reims,
Chartres, and Mont-St. Michel were also
arranged by the Alliance for the students.

I lived with the Du Foussat family
during my stay, in a southwestern
suburb of the city, Boulogne-Billancourt.
They were a charming family and treated
me as if I were their own daughter. I
had my own room, which was very com-
fortable, and ate breakfast and supper
with them. They really made me feel at
home. Both Monsieur and Madame spoke
English, but to me they spoke French, and
insisted I do the same. It was quite a
good exercise in speaking.

In all, I feel that the scholar-
ship was an excellent one and extremely
worthwhile, and a marvelous opnortunity
to become more acquainted with French
culture and to improve in the language.
I thank you again for one of the most
enjoyable and profitable months I
have ever spent.
