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La Fête de l’automne à Vieille Mine
Ceux d’entre vous qui ont assisté 

à la conférence plénière du congrès 
de Chicago donnée par Dennis 
Stroughmatt ont appris qu’il y a une 
communauté francophone qui existe 
dans le Missouri depuis le 18e siècle, 
Vieille Mine (Old Mines).  Les pre-
miers habitants sont venus en 1723 
et se sont installés dans ce coin isolé 
pour travailler dans les mines.  Les 
personnes qui ont appris le français 
de leurs parents et grands-parents 
sont maintenant très âgées et peu 
nombreuses.  Pourtant,  comme ils 
disent là-bas, «On est toujours icitte!»  
Et ils savent faire la fête.

Le 7 octobre, j’ai fait le voyage de 
Carbondale à Fertile, MO pour assis-

ter à la Fête de l’automne.  Dennis 
et son groupe L’Esprit créole [www.
creolefi ddle.com] ont animé la fête 
avec de la musique créole, country et 
surtout les chansons traditionnelles 
qu’il a apprises sur place.  Assurant un 
spectacle bilingue, entre la musique 
et le français à l’ancienne, ils ont 
créé une ambiance chaleureuse et 
dansante.  Il y avait même une petite 
piste de danse où les gens ont dansé 
la valse, le two-step, le country, le 
swing et la danse carrée.  La présence 
de la danse était une bonne preuve 
des origines françaises de cette fête.

La fête était organisée par la 
Société historique de la Région de 
Vieille Mine [omahs.weebly.com].  
Dans le musée, on pouvait consulter 

la généalogie des différentes familles 
locales.  Chaque année, une famille 
est mise à l’honneur lors de la fête; 
cette année il s’agissait de la famille 
Sansoucie.  En se promenant sur les 
lieux, on pouvait déguster miel local, 
beurre de pommes cuite sur un feu 
de bois dans un chaudron en cuivre, 
couronnes de pain, saucisses, épis 
de maïs rôtis, et surtout des croqui-
gnoles (à prononcer le «qu» comme 
un «s»), genre de beignet croustillant 
et délicieux.  J’en ai mangé deux et 
me promenais le reste de la journée 
avec des traces de sucre glace sur ma 
veste, comme beaucoup d’ailleurs.  
Les artisans locaux ont étalé des 
couettes, des paniers, des bougies et 
d’autres créations.  

J’ai entendu parler de Vieille Mine 
pour la première fois en 1980 lorsque 
le National Endowment for the Huma-
nities a organisé une tournée dé-
vouée à l’héritage francophone des 
États-Unis.  Il y avait un bûcheron vio-
loniste du Maine, Simon St. Pierre, une 
vieille dame de la Nouvelle Orléans 
qui chantait des berceuses de son 
enfance et enfi n un vieux monsieur 
de Vieille Mine, Charlie Pasha, qui 
jouait des airs traditionnels au violon.  

LE FRANÇAIS CHEZ NOUS
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Le spectacle s’appelait «À la mode de 
chez nous», et j’ai appris récemment que 
ce monsieur était celui qui a enseigné le 
violon à Dennis Stroughmatt.   

Malgré le fait que j’ai passé la plus 
grande partie de ma vie dans l’Illinois et 
dans le Missouri, j’ai n’avais jamais visité 
Vieille Mine.  La présentation de Dennis 
à Chicago m’a inspiré, et si cette année 
c’était ma première visite, ce ne sera pas 
la dernière.   Dennis nous parlera davan-
tage de l’histoire de cette région dans le 
Bulletin du mois de janvier, mais je vous 
invite tous, surtout ceux d’entre vous 
qui habitent le Midwest, à étudier avec 
les élèves notre histoire francophone, 

l’héritage historique et culturel que nous 
ont laissé les explorateurs, les voyageurs 
et les habitants de chez nous.

REGION III:  MIDDLE ATLANTIC
The chapters of Region III have had 

good success in celebrating National 
French Week and have organized con-
certs (Webster, a rapper from Quebec) 
and other formal events to promote the 
study of French language and Franco-
phone cultures.

The Grand Concours remains the most 
important event in attracting student 
and teacher participation.  13,230 stu-
dents participated in 2012 and earned 29 
gold medals, 154 silver medals, and 1,593 
bronze medals.  Félicitations aux élèves et 
à leurs professeurs pour avoir si bien réussi!

In conjunction with local universities 
or professional language associations, 
several AATF chapters have organized 
French immersion workshops for teach-
ers and offered ACT 48 credits.   Topics 
such as “La Société française, ça bouge!,”

isme: Le Rôle primordial de l’éducation,“ 
“Keeping Kids Engaged and Coming Back 
for More,” “Van Gogh Up Close,” “Teach-
ing Culture Through Film,” just to name a 
few, were discussed.

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2012 NATIONAL FRENCH CONTEST
ADMINISTRATORS OF THE YEAR

LARGE CHAPTER: INDIANA

followed through with French in high 
school and then placed out of all that 
she could at Purdue and so started in a 
500 level course.  This allowed her to take 
more challenging upper-level courses 
throughout her undergrad studies.  Her 
graduate studies culminated in an MAT in 
French but did not end her study of the 
language and the many variations as evi-
denced in different Francophone areas.  
Although not able to do a year abroad, 
she has tried to make up for it since by 
studying three summers in France and in 
2009 in Belgium as a recipient of an AATF 
scholarship to the University at Mons.

She has taken students abroad since 
her fi rst year at Brownsburg High School, 
and in this her 30th year, she is looking 
forward to a student  trip in October.  Her 
love of languages has carried through to 
her daughter who is majoring in Russian 
and International Relations with a minor 
in French.  Her husband enjoys visiting 
France with her, but unfortunately he 
speaks only southern Hoosier.  Her son 
is doing well in German and has spent a 
summer there.

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AATF DOROTHY S. LUDWIG EXCELLENCE IN TEACHING AWARDS

The AATF invites nominations for four annual awards for 
outstanding teachers, one at each level: elementary school, 
middle school or junior high school, high school, and postsec-
ondary (university, college, or community college). The purpose 
of the award is to recognize teachers who have demonstrated 
excellence and commitment in the teaching of the French lan-
guage and French and Francophone cultures and literatures.

Each winner will receive a certifi cate from the AATF rec-
ognizing his or her outstanding contribution to the teaching 
of French and a one-year complimentary membership in the 
AATF for 2014, a cash award, and a one-year subscription to Le 
Français dans le monde. An offi cial presentation will be made at 
the AATF Awards Banquet in Providence in July 2013.

Nominations may be made by any AATF member in good 
standing or by an AATF Chapter. The nominee must be an ac-
tive member of the AATF. All documents must be submitted by 
February 1, 2013.

The selection committee will consist of two members of the 
AATF Executive Council and one member at large. Any nomina-
tion that does not conform to the guidelines below in length 
or content will not be considered. A teacher may receive the 
award only one time at a given level. If there is no suitable can-
didate at a given level, the AATF reserves the right not to make 
an award.

The AATF will acknowledge the recipients of the awards 
by sending a letter to their principal and/or supervisor and 
will issue a press release, if requested. The National Bulletin will 
include a feature article on the recipients.

TIME LINE
Because the awards will be presented at the annual conven-

tion, the deadline for receiving all documents will be February 
1, 2013. Decisions will be made by March 1. Recipients will be 
notifi ed by March 15 so that they can make arrangements to be 
present at the awards program.

REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS
1.  Nominees must have a minimum of fi ve years teaching 

experience at the level for which they are candidates 
and must be teaching currently at that level.

2.  Nominees must have been members of the AATF for the 
past fi ve consecutive years.

3.  Current AATF offi cers are not eligible for these awards.
4.  Nominees must have made a signifi cant impact on stu-

dents, school, and community at the award level.
5.  Nominees must be active participants in AATF activities 

locally, regionally, or nationally.

EVALUATION CRITERIA
Nomination packages will be evaluated for evidence of (1) 

outstanding teaching experience, (2) professional growth and  
development, and (3) contribution to the profession. 

Evidence of outstanding teaching experience may include 
but is not limited to

a.  demonstration of students’ exemplary profi ciency 
in French, knowledge of French language and Fran-
cophone cultures and literatures, and motivation for 
continued study of French,

b.  increased enrollment or expansion of curricular offer-
ings, or previous teaching awards, 

c.  student participation in extracurricular French activities, 
exchange programs, internships, and competitions, or

d.  students’ high performances in French on standardized 
tests.

Evidence of professional growth and development
a.  participation in AATF chapter and national activities,
b.  participation in foreign language conferences, work-

shops, and seminars,
c.  pursuit of advanced degrees and education, or
d.  grant-supported research, projects, workshops, or travel.

Evidence of contributions to the profession may include
a. leadership and service in professional organizations, 

including the AATF,
b.  research or presentations at conferences or publications 

in professional media, or
c.  sponsorship of extracurricular activities or student ex-

change programs or other innovative programs.

NOMINATION PACKET
The nomination packet may not exceed a total of fi ve pages 

and must include the following:
1.  A résumé of education, teaching experience, member-

ship and offi ces in professional organizations, AATF ac-
tivities and other professional activities, and awards, us-
ing only the offi cially provided two-page form (found on 
the AATF Web site, from Chapter Presidents, and upon 
request from AATF Headquarters), so that all candidates 
will be compared in identical rubrics. This two-page 
required form constitutes pages one and two of the 
fi ve-page packet. Cover letters from nominators will not 
be included as part of the fi ve-page packet forwarded to 
the selection committee.

2.  A one-page personal statement by the nominee in 
which he or she addresses in detail the following topic: 
Of your contributions in and out of the classroom, of 
which are you the most proud? Explain your choice 
(page 3).

3.  Two one-page letters of recommendation that address 
the candidate’s teaching excellence, professional growth 
and development, and contributions to the profession. 
These two letters of recommendation are limited to one 
page each and constitute pages 4 and 5 of the fi ve-page 
packet. They should come from colleagues or superiors 
who have fi rst-hand professional knowledge of the can-
didate’s classroom performance.

4.  All nominations and forms should be submitted togeth-
er in one fi le.

5.  Submit the nomination packet electronically in .pdf 
format (one fi le)  to [awards@frenchteachers.org]. The 
nomination must be received no later than February 1, 
2013.

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AATF OUTSTANDING SENIOR IN FRENCH AWARD
Beginning in 2003, the AATF estab-

lished an Outstanding High School 
Senior in French Award. In 2005, the 
Executive Council voted to extend this 
award to the college/university level. 
Any public or private secondary school 
or college/university student with at 
least one French teacher who is an AATF 
member may participate. Only one name 
per school per year will be accepted. In 
the event that there are multiple French 
teachers or professors in a given school 
or department, they must decide among 
themselves who the nominee will be and 
submit only one name to the AATF. In the 
event of multiple submissions, only the 
fi rst name received will be considered 
for the award, based on postmark. The 
nomination must be made by a current 
AATF member.

To qualify for the award, a student 
must:

•  have maintained an “A” average in 
French;

•  have maintained a “B” average over-
all;

•  be in his or her senior year at a 
public or private secondary school 
or at a public or private college or 
university;

•  have demonstrated exceptional 
commitment to the study of French 
by participating in extracurricular 
activities related to French which 
may include but are not limited to 
the Grand Concours, study abroad, 
National French Week activities, So-
ciété honoraire de français (for high 
school students) or French Club, Pi 
Delta Phi (for university students), 
tutoring;

•  at the time of graduation, have com-
pleted at least three years of formal 
French study;

•  be a non-native speaker of French;
•  be nominated by an AATF member.
Only one student per school per year 

will be accepted.
Students will receive a certifi cate 

acknowledging their award and a press 
release to distribute to local media; a 
congratulatory letter will be sent to the 
principal or dean, and the student’s name 
will be placed on the AATF Outstanding 
Senior Honor Roll on the Web site. The 
registration fee for the award is $25. For 
an additional $10 fee, students can also 
receive an Outstanding Senior in French 
medal.

There is no deadline for this award. 
The nomination form is posted on the 
AATF Web site. Nominations can also be 
made through the On-line Store.

SOCIÉTÉ HONORAIRE DE
FRANÇAIS

The establishment of a chapter of 
the Société Honoraire de Français offers 
several benefi ts to a secondary French 
program. It provides an opportunity to 
recognize outstanding scholarship in 
the study of French language through 
selection for membership, the place-
ment of a special seal on the graduate’s 
diploma, the wearing of a blue/white/red 
cord (or white cord) at graduation, and 
the right to wear the offi cial emblem/
pin of the honor society. The chapter 
provides a vehicle for focusing activities 
around French language and literature 
and also for encouraging member par-
ticipation in the annual writing contest 
as well as application for the annual 
travel grants. There is the opportunity 
for students to serve as offi cers, direct-
ing the induction ceremony, or leading 
other chapter events. Information is

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AATF SUMMER SCHOLARSHIPS

Application deadline: February 15, 2013

French Government Scholarships
The French Cultural Service is offering 

AATF members who teach at the K-12 
levels scholarships for study in France 
during the summer 2013. The programs 
provide intensive study of French 
language, teaching French, and modern 
French culture.

While we do not yet have fi nal details, 
the scholarship generally covers the 
cost and fees for a three-week program, 
round-trip train travel from Paris to the 
other city if the stage is not in Paris, and 
partially covers food and lodging for the 
three-week period. 

In order to be selected, candidates 
must propose a project that they plan to 
carry out during the stage.  This project 
should involve some aspect of research 
on French culture and should be of 
benefi t to students.  Final details will be 
posted on the AATF Web site as soon as 
they are available.

Québec
Le ministère des Relations internatio-

nales, de la Francophonie et du Com-
merce extérieur du Québec (MRIFCEQ) 
attribuera des bourses pour un stage en 
didactique du français, culture et société 
québécoises aux membres de l’AATF. Le 
stage aura lieu au mois de juillet 2013 
à l’Université de Montréal.  Les objectifs 
du stage sont le perfectionnement en 
didactique du français et la connaissance 
du Québec, de sa culture et de sa popula-
tion. Les candidats doivent (1) enseigner 
le français à plein temps ou être respon-
sable de l’encadrement de professeurs 
de français au niveau préuniversitaire et 
universitaire; (2) détenir une très bonne 
maîtrise du français écrit et oral; (3) avoir 
la nationalité américaine; (4) être âgés de 
18 à 55 ans; (5) ne pas avoir participé au 
stage au cours des cinq dernières années; 
(6) être membres de l’AATF. 

La bourse couvrira les frais 
d’inscription et de scolarité du stage, 
l’hébergement en résidence universitaire, 
une somme forfaitaire de 300 $ CA des-
tinée à couvrir partiellement les frais de 
repas, l’accueil à l’aéroport et la couver-
ture médicale pour la durée du stage. Le 
coût du transport international, les frais 
de repas non couverts par la somme 
forfaitaire, les dépenses personnelles et 
une franchise de 50$ CA pour le recours à 
l’assurance, s’il y a lieu, seront à la charge 
des boursiers.

Chaque professeur s’engage, dans les 
12 mois qui suivent le stage, à présenter 
une communication sur son expéri-
ence dans le cadre d’une rencontre 
d’enseignants au niveau local, régional 
ou national ou de publier un article dans 
une revue professionnelle sur son expéri-
ence au Québec, et de fournir une copie 
du travail au MRIQ.

Belgium
We are awaiting confi rmation for 

2013, but for the past several years Wal-
lonie Bruxelles International has offered 
two summer scholarships to Belgium 
for AATF members at the secondary or 
college levels.  Recipients have attended 
a three-week session on language and 
culture during the month of July.  While 
we have not yet received fi nal details, 
scholarships in the past have included 
tuition and fees, housing in a university 
residence hall, and a stipend for meals. 
Transportation is at the charge of award-
ees.

As a follow-up, recipients are expected 
to (1) prepare a cultural project on the 
country to be disseminated through the 
AATF and (2) present a session around 
the same topic at the 2014 AATF con-
vention in New Orleans. Details will be 
posted on the AATF Web site as soon as 
we receive them.

Université McGill
Depuis 2006, le Département des 

programmes de langues anglaise et 
française de l’Université McGill (Québec, 
Canada) a offert chaque été une in-
scription gratuite dans son Programme 
intensif de français–Langue et Culture. 
Cette inscription est réservée au cours de 
niveau avancé.  

Le concours s’adrese à tous les mem-
bres de l’AATF qui enseignent le français 
au niveau secondaire ou collégial. Les 
candidats doivent posséder une compé-
tence correspondant au niveau inter-
médiaire élevé sur l’échelle d’ACTFL (ou 
son équivalent), compétence minimale 
pour être admis au niveau avancé du 
programme. 

Nous n’avons pas encore reçu con-
fi rmation de cette bourse, mais dans le 
passé, elle couvrait les droits de scolarité 
et les frais d’inscription (environ 2000$ 
CA). Elle ne comprend pas le transport, 
l’hébergement à Montréal, les assurances 
et les dépenses personnelles.

Constitué de cinq niveaux, ce pro-
gramme à plein temps prépare les 
étudiants à communiquer effi cacement 
dans un environnement francophone, 
tant à l’oral qu’à l’écrit, et leur permet de 
découvrir de nombreuses facettes de la 
culture québécoise et d’autres cultures 
francophones.   Pour plus d’informations, 
veuillez consulter le site Internet du 
Département des Programmes de 
langues anglaise et française: [www.
mcgill.ca/efl p].

Eligibility
Applicants for all of the scholarships 

must be U.S. citizens (as specifi ed in the 
description) or permanent residents 
whose fi rst language is not French. The 
recipients must hold a teaching position 
in French during 2012-2013. Preference 
will be given to members who have been 
in good standing since January 1, 2011. 
Current AATF chapter presidents and Ex-
ecutive Council members are not eligible. 
Members who have received an AATF 
scholarship during the past fi ve years 
(2008-2012) are also not eligible. Scholar-
ship recipients agree to make a presenta-
tion at a foreign language conference in 
2013-2014.

Selection Process
Scholarships will be awarded to 

members who indicate a plan to use the 
scholarship to benefi t themselves profes-
sionally and to enhance or expand the 
curriculum for students. Each applicant 
must submit a proposal for a project to 
be completed during the course of the 
stage.  Applications will be reviewed 
and the decisions will be announced 
by early April 2013. A number of factors 
will be weighed: clarity and specifi city of 
the candidate’s statement (1-2 pages); 
reasons for applying and level of French 
(candidates are expected to have a level 
of profi ciency which will allow them 
to follow university-level coursework 
in French); quality of project; teaching 
assignment; evidence of professional 
commitment; future career plans in edu-
cation; and letters of recommendation.
Application

Application forms are available on 
the AATF Web site [www.frenchteachers.
org] or can be requested from National 
Headquarters. Forms can be duplicated. 
Applicants should do the following: 

1. Complete the application form, and 
attach additional pages as neces-
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sary.
2. Submit two letters of recommenda-

tion enclosed with the application 
or sent via e-mail. (One of the letters 
should come from the principal, 
dean, or department chairperson, 
and one from someone who knows 
the candidate and his/her work 
well.) These letters of recommenda-
tion should contain a serious, de-
tailed evaluation of the applicant’s 
professional and personal qualities.

3.  Application materials should be 
e-mailed in Word or pdf format to 
[scholarships@frenchteachers.org]. 
The fi le name should include the 
applicant’s name and be sent as one 
document (with the exception of 
recommendations which may come 
separately).

4. The application must be received by 
February 15, 2013, to be consid-
ered.

AATF SMALL GRANTS
The AATF Small Grants program is 

intended to support local projects by 
members who need an extra infusion 
of cash in order to get their project off 
the ground or to bring their project to 
completion. The total amount of funds 
available is $5000, with the maximum 
award being $500. Matching funds 
from the chapter to which the applicant 
belongs or from another source must be 
committed. In this way, it is hoped that 
the applicant can attract suffi cient overall 
funding.

Application procedures and require-
ments remain the same as in previous 
years. A letter specifying the follow-
ing should be sent via e-mail to [small 
grants@frenchteachers.org] by March 1, 
2013: (1) name of applicant and chapter 
to which he/she belongs; (2) a brief sum-
mary of the project, including purpose, 
individuals involved, dates; (3) total an-
ticipated budget; (4) funds requested; (5) 
other sources of funds, including amount 
to be matched from chapter treasury, if 
applicable (This must be attested to by 
the Chapter Secretary-Treasurer). Every 
year some interesting requests remain 
unfunded because of lack of fi nancial 
support at the Chapter level; it is impor-
tant to begin the application process 
as soon as you read this by alerting 
your Chapter offi cers to your upcoming 
request.

Applicants should remember that 
the basic purpose of this modest pro-
gram is to aid those members who need 
supplementary funds to carry out a 
worthy project that would otherwise be 
unfunded or underfunded. Projects must 
bear a relationship to the purposes of the 
Association, namely furthering the study 
of French in the U.S., and be of potential 
benefi t to other AATF members or to his/
her students. Under no circumstances 
will awards be made to carry out strictly 
personal research or to travel abroad for 
the sake of general enlightenment.

Members at all levels of instruction 
may apply.

A committee will evaluate the ap-
plications and determine the recipients. 
Preference will be given to new projects 
having a wide impact. Projects for Na-
tional French Week 2013 are encouraged.

DELF Prim is the fi rst level in the DELF/
DALF series of certifi cates awarded by 
the French Ministry of Education for pro-
fi ciency in French as a Foreign Language.

DELF Prim is intended for children 
who are beginners in French as a Foreign 
Language and who are either undertak-
ing studies corresponding to the French 
elementary level or are the right age to 
undertake such studies under the regula-
tions applicable in their country. Suc-
cessful candidates receive a certifi cate 
identical to the general public version.

DELF Prim is composed of individual 
certifi cates corresponding to the initial 
levels of the Common European Frame-
work of Reference for Languages (CEFRL). 

This framework corresponds to the 
national  standards and also the 21st-
century skills that most school systems 
are using.

What an excellent way to promote 
our language programs! Imagine the 
impact on our school communities when 
our students receive a diploma from the 
French Ministry of Education.

In addition to exploring the DELF 
Prim, we continue to work on our annual 
report.

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SALUT LES JEUNES!

LA SAINTE CATHERINE
The French calendar (go to le calendrier français [www.almanach.free.fr]) is a fertile source of both 

cultural and linguistic enrichment for any classroom. November 25 is Saint Catherine's Day, a celebration 
that has remained a tradition beyond its religious origin in the Middle Ages. Sainte Catherine, an Estonian 
Christian who refused to give up her faith and was beheaded, is one of the most popular saints, patron saint 
of unmarried women, theologians, among many other groups. In many churches it was the role of les cath-
erinettes, young unmarried women, to begin the redoing of the head covering of the statue of Sainte-Cathe-
rine each November 25. Parties have grown from this custom in honor of Sainte Catherine, and women over 
age 25 are given wild and imaginative hats which they must wear all day, with parades showing off hats, music, food, and dancing. 
In Quebec, Saint Catherine's feast day is "taffy day," and unmarried girls make taffy, la Tire Sainte Catherine, for eligible young men. 
This would be a delicious way to celebrate!

CHAPEAU: As in English ("Hats off to you!"), the use of "Chapeau" is a more picturesque way to give a compliment and 
reinforces the word as you introduce clothing vocabulary.  We bend a bit the cultural implication of Sainte Catherine in the class-
room, and rather than limit the sporting of hats to just unmarried women, we include everyone in the class since the students are 
still unmarried! For the older students, we have created a Concours de chapeaux, and students decorate a hat at home to bring to 
school. A wonderful way to publicize to other students what you are doing in French is to parade to other classrooms and show off 
the creations. We have printed certifi cates with a hat picture stating: CERTIFICAT D'HONNEUR DÉCERNÉ À (student's name) POUR LE 
CHAPEAU—le plus beau, le plus bizarre, le plus sportif, le plus petit, le plus dramatique, le plus extravagant, etc.—whatever covers your 
students to honor their efforts. For younger students, we create in class. I purchase the plainest paper birthday hats I can fi nd and 
we decorate with scraps of paper, stickers, colorful pipe cleaners, ribbons, crayons. It is an opportunity to review art supply vocabu-
lary: les ciseaux, la colle, les autocollants, les rubans, les cure-pipe. Make the students ask for each item to reinforce the vocabulary. If 
you have limited time with your students (we all jealously guard our time for language contact with our students), the drawings 
of two hatless students below can be blown up to full-page size, and students can draw in a fabulous CHAPEAU to show off to 
classmates. Have them use color to reinforce that vocabulary, and even the youngest can start accumulating descriptive adjectives 
to describe orally to their classmates their creation such as grand, petit, bizarre, marrant, sportif.

CLASSROOM ACTIVITY

“SECRET SNOWMAN” GIFT EXCHANGE
A few years ago, our French Club at 

East Chapel Hill High School (NC) wanted 
to do a holiday gift exchange but de-
cided to change the name from “Secret 
Santa” to “Bonhomme de Neige Secret.”  
This is a two-week activity.  Here are my 
suggestions for how to go about it (as I 
learned through trial and error):  
1. At the beginning of the fi rst or sec-

ond week of December (depending 
on whether or not you have exams 
that last week), pass around a sheet 
to all classes asking those interested 
in participating in the exchange to 
sign up.  It is important that students 
understand exactly what is expected 
of them before they sign up, so explain 
thoroughly.  You might want to have 
French Club offi cers sign the sheet 
fi rst, as no one wants to sign up for 
anything if there aren’t already some 
names on the list.  Also, have the offi -
cers explain the activity to your classes, 
pumping up how fun it will be.  (I will 
include specifi c student instructions 
later in this article.)  Be sure to make a 
photocopy of the sign-up sheet!

2. At the end of this week (Thursday/
Friday), have students draw names.  
You can cut up the copy of the sign-
up sheet into strips and put them 
into a hat for students to draw.  As 
students draw names, write down 
the name of the person each student 
draws on your master sheet.  This is 
essential for two reasons.  First of all, 
students invariably forget the name 
of the person they drew and will ask 
you (even though you told them to 
be sure to write down the person’s 
name).  Secondly, if a student says to 
you, “I haven’t received anything from 
my Secret Snowman” (which happens, 
unfortunately), you can check your list 
and tell whoever drew that person’s 
name to get on the stick.  Since I have 
had the exchange throughout all my 
classes, sometimes students have told 
me with some consternation that they 
don’t know the person whose name 
they drew.  I tell them to try to fi nd out 
something about that person, to have 
fun with it, and that they’ll meet a new 
friend.  It always seems to work out.  

3. The following week, do your gift ex-

HOLIDAY ACTIVITIES TO END 2012 ON A FUN AND FESTIVE NOTE
I hope your school year has gotten off to an excellent start and that you had an interesting, invigorating, and fun-fi lled National 

French Week.  I can hardly believe November is already here and that we’re heading headlong into the holiday season.  For this 
reason, this article will feature three holiday activities you might want to try:  a holiday gift exchange, Saint Nicolas-related activi-
ties, and a December “advent” calendar.    As always, modify, adapt, and use as little or as much of any of this as you see fi t.

change.  I suggest the second week in 
December if you have exams the last 
week before Winter Break or the week 
right before Winter Break if you don’t.  
Our exchange was set up so that there 
were three gifts, two smaller and one 
bigger (nothing huge, though).  Set a 
reasonable price range and encourage 
creativity:  an original poem, a hand-
made craft, a hand-decorated card, a 
coupon for a tutoring session in the 
student’s specialty area, and home-
made goodies, for example.  Partici-
pants certainly don’t have to spend 
much to make this activity really fun.  
At the end of the week we had the 
fi nal exchange during lunch, during 
which time participants could meet 
and thank their Secret Snowmen (the 
ones they were giving to and receiving 
from).  You can make this simple and 
have students come to your classroom 
during the fi rst ten minutes of lunch 
to make the exchange, or you can do 
it big and have a full-fl edged pot-luck 
complete with Bûche de Noël and holi-
day songs.  If lunchtime is not conve-
nient, you might have a petit déjeuner 
exchange before school begins or an 
after-school party.

4. For the Monday-through-Thursday 
part of the gift exchange, I placed fi ve 
shopping bags at the front of my class-
room, each one marked with a class 
period number for my fi ve classes.  The 
“Secret Snowman” could put that day’s 
gift for a student in third period in the 
third-period shopping bag, and then 
I’d hand out the gifts (or let a student 
in the class hand them out).  Of course, 
students could deliver their gifts by 
other means.  

5. Here are the printed instructions I 
handed out to students as they drew 
names. (As mentioned previously, 
make sure they understand what is 
expected before they sign up.  These 
instructions serve as a reminder and 
are very specifi c.  I learned from experi-
ence!)

“Bonjour!  Merci beaucoup de 
votre participation au Bonhomme 
de Neige Secret cette année.  Voici 
les instructions de ce qu'il faut faire 
(en anglais, pour éviter toute pos-

sibilité de confusion).  Suivez-les 
soigneusement, s'il vous plaît!

Next week we will be having 
our Bonhomme de Neige Secret 
celebration.  During the week, you 
will be giving (and receiving) three 
gifts—two smaller and one larger.  
(You may do more than this, but DO 
NOT DO LESS!)  Put your fi rst gift in 
the designated gift bag on Monday 
or BEFORE SCHOOL Tuesday.  Your 
second gift is due Wednesday or 
BEFORE SCHOOL Thursday, and the 
fi nal gift (the larger one) will be given 
at the gift exchange at the beginning 
of lunch Friday, during which time 
you will also receive your fi nal gift 
and fi nd out who had your name!  
C'est très amusant; alors, SOURIEZ 
BEAUCOUP ET AMUSEZ-VOUS BIEN!  

The French Club Offi cers
(Mon Bonhomme de Neige Secret 
est    ____________________.
Have fun doing this!  The students 

love it and all who participate end up 
having a great time and meeting new 
people.

DECEMBER  CALENDAR
Another holiday activity the students 

seem to really enjoy is the Calendar.  I 
started doing this because I remembered 
how much I loved my advent calendars 
every year when I was a little girl.  I didn’t 
get the kind with candy or chocolate, but 
every day there was a little message and 
I always looked forward to seeing what 
that day’s message would be.  So, you can 
do the same thing with your students.  
Here is what I did.  It’s fairly simple, and it 
worked well for me.

Get a standard-sized poster board 
(22” x 28” ) in a bright, cheerful color, put 
a signifi cant number of holiday stickers 
(or whatever kind of sticker you pre-
fer—French fl ags, art stickers) on it, and 
laminate it so you can use it again.  Then 
put 3” x 3” sticky notes on it numbered 
for the dates of however long you want 
to do this.  I always went up to the 25th, 
like my advent calendars growing up.  
But you could do the whole month of 
December if you’d like or only up to the 
last day before Winter Break.  Under each 
3” x 3” sticky note, put a smaller one (the 
2” x 1.5” size works well) on which you 
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have written a little message in French 
for that day. 

Here are some ideas for messages.  
Since December 1 is AIDS Awareness Day, 
you might write under the “1,”  “Journée 
internationale du SIDA.  Soyez compatis-
sants envers tous ceux qui sont malades.”  
For December 6, you can write, “Joyeuse 
Fête de la Saint-Nicolas!  Avez-vous été 
sage cette année?”  (More on this later.)  
December 10 is Human Rights Day.  
You might say, “Journée des Droits de 
l’Homme.”  Soyez reconnaissants pour 
les droits que vous avez, et pensez à la 
justice pour tous.”  December 22 is the 
fi rst day of winter in 2012.  You might say, 
“C’est le premier jour d’hiver.  Qu’il neige!”  
This year Hanukkah begins on Decem-
ber 8.  You can say “La Fête des Lumières 
commence ce soir.  Joyeuse Hanoukka!”  
Say “Joyeux Noël” for the 25th.  

Also, check your school calendar and 
see what’s going on.  If there’s a bas-
ketball game, for example, write “Battez 
(l’autre équipe) en basket ce soir!”  If 
there’s a school concert, say “Assistez 
au concert de l’orchestre / de la chorale 
ce soir à 7h30!”  If there’s a school play, 
“Allez à la pièce de théâtre ce soir à 8 
heures.”  You might also say things like, 
“Participez au Bonhomme de Neige 
Secret.  C’est très amusant!”  or “N’oubliez 
pas d’assister à la réunion du Club de 
Français aujourd’hui.”  Use “Les vacances 
d’hiver commencent demain.  Amusez-
vous et reposez-vous!”  right before Win-
ter Break.  Say “Étudiez pour vos examens 
de fi n de semestre.  Bonne chance!” if you 
have exams in December.  

There are lots of little generic messag-
es you can use to fi ll in the other dates.  
Some possibilities include:  “Décorez 
votre maison pour la saison!”  “Faites des 
biscuits aujourd’hui.”  “Souriez!  Vous 
parlez français!”  “Faites quelque chose 
de généreux anonymement.”  “Soyez 
gentil envers quelqu’un qui semble triste 
aujourd’hui.”  “Achetez des cadeaux pour 
vos amis et vos professeurs!”  “Envoyez 
vos cartes de voeux.”  “Écrivez une lettre 
à quelqu’un avec qui vous n’avez pas 
été en contact depuis quelque temps.”  
“Aidez quelqu’un qui a besoin d’aide sans 
qu’il vous le demande.”  “Chantez ‘Petit 
Papa Noël’ avec vos amis.”  “Avez-vous 
fait vos résolutions pour la nouvelle an-
née?  Pensez-y.”  You could also use little 
French proverbs like “Petit à petit, l’oiseau 

fait son nid” or “Après la pluie, le beau 
temps.” 

I always read the message of the day 
to the students at the beginning of class.  
I read the Saturday and Sunday messag-
es on Friday.  You’ll of course be reading 
the same message several times per day, 
so keep sticking the 3” x 3” note back on 
your board until the end of the day and 
then discard.  The students really get 
into this, and will defi nitely remind you 
to read the day’s message if you forget, I 
guarantee.     

LA FÊTE DE  LA SAINT-NICOLAS
This is my favorite.  There’s so much 

you can do, but if you only do the candy-
in-the-shoe part, the students will love it.  

If you would like your students to 
learn more about Saint Nicolas and the 
legends that surround him, there is plen-
ty of material on-line.  An excellent site 

is [www.fete-enfants.com/saint-nicolas] 
where you will fi nd lots of information 
and activities and even children’s songs 
that relate to Saint Nicolas.  Check out 
“Mon Âne,” which is especially appropri-
ate if you’re studying (or reviewing) body 
parts and clothes.  Or, watch it via [www.
comptines.tv/mon_ane].   This is really 
cute!

You might want to give your students 
some background information about 
Saint Nicolas (and they also get a kick 
out of the idea of Père Fouettard) before 
December 6.  Other sites you can check 
for this purpose include [www.tomli-
too.com/saint-nicolas.php] and [www.
teteamodeler.com/culture/fetes/saint-
nicolas.asp].  Then, on December 6 (on 
Thursday this year), have them follow 
you out into the hall, maybe after you’ve 
read the daily message from the Advent 
Calendar reminding them it’s Saint Nico-
las Day.  Of course, you have already laid 
the groundwork for the “surprise” activity.  
Here’s what you have done:
1. Color or paint a fi re on white poster 

board.  It doesn’t have to be a work of 
art.  Just use red, orange, and yellow, 
and draw some fl ames.  (If you’re feel-
ing ambitious, you can draw a brick 
fi replace with the fi re burning inside.)  
Tape or prop this up in the hallway 
outside your classroom.   It’s fun if you 
can bring in some real logs to set up in 
front of the fi re poster so it looks like 
a hearth.  Or you can draw the logs if 

real ones are not readily available.  
2. Buy enough candy to put in all your 

students’ shoes.
3. Arrange with a colleague who is free 

that period to come and distribute the 
candy in the shoes left in front of the 
fi replace about 20 minutes into the 
class.
So, the students come into the hall, 

and you tell them to put one shoe in 
front of the fi replace.  Some may not 
seem too excited about doing this, but 
hopefully they’ll all come around when 
they see you and some of their class-
mates removing shoes and placing them 
by the fi replace.  (If they don’t, they’ll 
regret it later.)  Then have everyone go 
back into the classroom with one shoe 
on, close the door, and proceed as usual.  
You might do some Saint Nicolas activi-
ties at this time, but you might just go 

ahead with normal classroom activities.
With ten or fi fteen minutes to go 

in the class, say something like, “Je me 
demande si Saint Nicolas est venu.  Al-
lons voir!”  Have them follow you back 
out into the hall, and, surprise, they will 
all fi nd candy in their shoes and be very 
happy and maybe even wonder how 
you pulled this off since you were in the 
classroom the whole time.

FINALEMENT, N’OUBLIEZ PAS DE 
CHANTER DE TEMPS EN TEMPS!

I think singing really enhances fun in 
the classroom and is also closely related 
to culture, so I do like to sing some 
holiday songs during this season.  One 
of my favorites is “Petit Papa Noël.”  You 
might take a look at the versions you can 
fi nd on YouTube.  I especially like the Josh 
Groban version with winter scenes.  (This 
song is also good to reinforce grammar if 
you’re studying the future.)

As you know, the best promoters of 
your program are your own students.  
The more things you do in class and 
French Club that are fun, engaging, 
worthwhile, and memorable, the more 
your students will talk to others about 
how cool French is, and the more other 
students will want to be a part of it.  
Please let me know if you have questions 
about any of these activities, and if you 
try any of them, I’d love to know how it 
went, and if you have suggestions for 
improvement.  Joyeuses fêtes à tous!

AATF EXCELLENCE IN 
FRENCH AWARD

The AATF has established a new 
award to recognize French students at all 
levels.  This will allow teachers to reward 
students in each year of French study or 
multiple students in a given class.  It will 
also allow teachers at the elementary or 
middle school levels or in community 
colleges to recognize their students.   
The AATF Oustanding Senior in French 
Award (see Web site or November issue) 
is still available for one exceptional senior 
student each year at the high school or 
university level.  Nominations must be 
made by a current AATF member.  

To qualify for the award, a student 
must:

•  have demonstrated excellence in 
the study of French;

•  be currently enrolled in French;
•  have demonstrated commitment to 

the study of French by participating 
in extracurricular activities related 
to French which may include but are 
not limited to the Grand Concours, 
study abroad, National French Week 
activities, or French Club, Pi Delta 
Phi, tutoring;

•  be a non-native speaker of French;
•  be nominated by an AATF member.
Students will receive a certifi cate 

acknowledging their award and a press 
release to distribute to local media; and 
a congratulatory letter will be sent to the 
principal or dean. The registration fee for 
the award is $25. For an additional $10 
fee, students can also receive an Armes de 
Paris medal.

There is no deadline for this award. 
The nomination form is posted on the 
AATF Web site. Nominations can also be 
made through the On-line Store.

Ma mission est désor-
mais, avec l'aide des collègues de mon 
établissement, de mieux privilégier le 
Québec dans notre programme scolaire, 
et de faire valoriser les racines franco-
canadiennes qui existent dans notre 
communauté vermontaise.  J'essaierai 
dès maintenant de partager avec mes 
élèves l'ensemble de la richesse de cette 
belle province, ce «petit pays» si grand 
dans mon coeur.  Je conseille fortement 
un séjour à l'École de Langue de UQAC 
pour chaque enseignant de français qui 
souhaite vivre une immersion totale dans 
la langue et la culture québécoise.

Ca fait presque dix ans que j'habite à 
moins de 50 miles de la frontière qué-
bécoise.  A priori, je devrais connaître 
intimement cette province.  Or, il s'avère 
qu'en dépit de nombreuses tentatives de 
ma part de maîtriser la langue québé-
coise, des week-ends (ou plutôt fi ns de 
semaines) innombrables à Québec et à 
Montréal, des heures passées à regarder 
des quantités de fi lms et d'émissions 
québécois, de Têtes à Claques à Jean-
Marc Vallée, après avoir lu Gabrielle Roy 
et même dansé Vincent Vallières à mon 
mariage, le Québec et son français me 
restaient un peu impénétrables.  

J'avais cependant progressé au fi l des 
années; je savais qu'il fallait commander 
le déjeuner le matin et le souper le soir, 
que ma boisson fétiche, le coca light, s'y 
est transformé en breuvage qui s'appelle 
le diète coke. Je savais que je devrais 
parler d'un chum et d'une blonde, qu'on 
pouvait avoir du fun, et j'avais fait la 
connaissance (au sens fi guratif ) d'un tas 
de personnages, de Maurice Richard à 
un certain jeune garçon qui tenait à tout 
prix porter son chandail de hockey. 

J'avais des connaissances théoriques, 
mais en pratique j'éprouvais une sorte 
d'angoisse lors de mes séjours au Qué-
bec, une peur constante de ne pas com-
prendre l'accent de quelqu'un lorsque 
qu'on m'adresse la parole.

Je me sentais dépaysée, débousso-
lée et surtout frustrée de ne pas pouvoir 
être plus à l'aise avec cette langue qui 
m'était pourtant si familière.  Pire encore, 
je sentais un gêne devant les parents de 
mes élèves dont les antécédents sont 
franco-canadiens, qui sont nombreux.  
Comment les rassurer que leur français 
à eux était aussi valorisé dans notre pro-
gramme scolaire que le français «euro-
péen»?  Comment convaincre mes élèves 
que le français que je leur enseignais leur 
serait un jour utile, si moi-même je me 
sentais toujours comme une touriste mal 
à l'aise à une heure de chez nous?

Il était clair qu'un séjour plus inten-
tionnel qu'une fi n de semaine touristique 
à Montréal s'imposait. C'était donc grâce 
à l'AATF et sa bourse Jumpstreet1 que 
j'ai pu partir à l'Université du Québec 
à Chicoutimi (UQAC) et à son école 
de langue pour un stage intensif pour 
professeurs de français langue étrangère 
(FLE) pendant l'été.  

Avec l'aide de l'incroyable professeur 
Patrick Guay et notre animateur Philippe

Côté,  j'ai appris en très peu de temps 
à avoir le bon réfl exe québécois—le 
réfl exe d'envoyer un courriel au lieu d'un 
email, de dire «c'est plaisant»! au lieu de 
«c'est sympa», le réfl exe de dire «oui» au 
lieu de «si», «tantôt» au lieu de «tout à 
l'heure», d'allonger mon «â» pour pouvoir 
prononcer un bon «gars» ou «là».  J'ai 
parsemé mes conversations avec des 
«c'est correct», «présentement» et «pas 
mal pire» (et même «tiguidou»!).  J'ai 
fi nalement compris pourquoi les mots 
de l'Église y ont tendance à devenir des 
gros mots et que les mots en terminaison 
«-oune» risque d'avoir une connotation 
particulière (comme les «foufounes»).  
J'ai compris que la fi n de semaine on a 
tendance à partir à son chalet pour faire 
de la motoneige  et qu'on peut y chasser 
des orignaux, voire des Wapitis.

Mais bien au-delà de l'aspect pure-

J'ai pu mieux comprendre ce que 
c'est ce «joual» du Québec et en quoi ça 
diffère du «chiac» du Nouveau Brunswick.

Il y avait plein de moments de chagrin 
aussi: ça fait des années que je corrige 
sans pitié mes élèves qui disent «une 
place» pour signifi er un endroit.  À ma 
grande consternation, il s'avère que 
cette formulation est tout à fait correcte 
au Québec! On m'a signalé aussi qu'on 
peut y désigner les enfants avec plein 
d'appellations mais surtout pas avec «les 
gosses»!

The winning 
administrator will receive a framed cer-
tifi cate for display as well as a two-week 
stay at one of the Concordia Language 
French Villages (summer 2013) to be 
awarded to a student in the school or 
district. The award includes round-trip 
travel for the student to Concordia.

Sometimes the 
policy is to grant full admission; often-
times I am granted admission at a re-
duced price. Some bookstores in France 
also grant a 10% reduction to teachers 
upon seeing a card.
