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Agenda Overview
Our annual Lobby Day program provides a fantastic opportunity to see Virginia’s legislative process firsthand and help promote the industry’s agenda in Richmond.  Our advocacy team looks forward to hosting you and making your Lobby Day experience fun, educational and impactful.  We will provide all materials and facilitate meetings to make it easy for you to carry the industry’s message to our elected decisionmakers.  

We will convene at 9:30 a.m. for at the Bank Street entrance to the Virginia State Capitol, located at 1000 Bank Street in downtown Richmond.  Our government affairs staff will guide participating members and provide an overview of the pending issues impacting the industry.  From there, we will head to the General Assembly Building (just across the street) to meet with Delegates and Senators representing Northern Virginia to promote AOBA’s legislative agenda and educate legislators about the industry.

After our scheduled meetings, we will return to the Capitol building, originally designed by Thomas Jefferson, where we will take in the legislative process in action from the House and Senate viewing galleries.  We will conclude with lunch in downtown Richmond. 
 
Parking
Some limited metered street parking is available around the General Assembly Building/Capitol.  Surface lots can also be found nearby at the intersection of Broad Street/North 5th Street across from the entrance to the Hilton Garden Inn and at the intersection of North 6th Street/East Grace Street adjacent to the Carpenter Theatre.  Garage parking is also available closer to the Capitol and General Assembly building on 8th Street North between East Grace and East Franklin Streets and along Cary Street between South 10th and South 14th Streets.  
 
Attire
Business attire is appropriate for the day and our time in the General Assembly Building and Capitol.  Be sure to wear comfortable shoes as the day will include much walking, stairs and even brick/cobblestone surfaces.  
 
Security
Participating members will need to pass through security and metal detectors at the entrances of the Capitol and General Assembly Building.  Firearms are prohibited in both the Capitol and the General Assembly Building. 
 
What to Bring
Printed materials will be provided by our government affairs staff.  Do be sure, though, to bring a stack of business cards to leave with the legislative offices that we will be visiting.
