Please list all life safety and security-related programs that your staff hosted and/or attended since January 2025, please include exact dates. (1 points) 



Building Systems

Describe your standard operating procedures and steps your team would take for hazards that would impact your building’s systems (for example, outside air intake, building perimeter, elevator recall, etc.). Select at least five (5) different building systems to highlight in your response. (15 points) 


How do you communicate information about your building systems with first responders?  (3 points)

How does your team respond at various times with varying staffing levels, such as after-hours, holidays, managing from a distance if there are logistical concerns with street closures, etc. (3 points)


How has technology played a role in your team’s emergency preparedness planning (for example, hands free entry, elevator access, signage, building systems, etc.). (4 points)

Community Engagement

Describe how your team engaged with your building’s neighborhood on emergency preparedness issues. Please include any life safety and security related programs and or public private partnerships and describe your participation (such as AOBA, BIDs, public officials, committees, neighborhood events, etc.). (10 points) 


Additional Preparedness
