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LETTER FROM THE EDITORS

Dear Review of Higher Education Community,

It's a tumultuous time for many researchers and the field of higher education in the US.
Numerous university presidents have been pressured to resign; programs cut; attacks on civil
rights, diversity, equity, and inclusion; policies put into place to eliminate land
acknowledgements; freedom of speech questioned; curriculum scrubbed; and the list goes on
and on. Importantly, ASHE President Eboni Zamani-Gallaher reminds scholars of “The Bend in
the Arch: Activist Praxis & Justice through Scholarly Creative Expression.” Scholars in the ASHE
community have the potential to craft that bend in intentional ways through their research,
recommendations, and creatively interweaving scholarship and practice.

In this letter, we talk about RHE in the current climate, new and continued initiatives, board
transitions, and introduce the remainder of the annual report. We are grateful to be in
community with each of you.

RHE in the Current Climate

RHE has always — and continues to — welcome research with a diverse range of topics,
paradigms, methodologies, functional area foci, and authorship, including scholarship focused
on civil rights and DEI. The RHE team understands that the implications for authors may be
different across institutions, states, and focus areas and acknowledges that it is quite dangerous
for many scholars in the current moment, including members of the team. That said, we are in
an important moment, one where the community needs to continue the crucial scholarship of
higher education. At RHE, an ASHE journal with editorial independence, the editorial
leadership team and board continue to follow ASHE'’s Mission “[t]o foster scholarly inquiry for
the purpose of increasing knowledge about and the understanding of higher education to
enhance policy and practice,” and support its Statement on Inclusion, Equity, and
Organizational Diversity (May 2022). RHE is here to support a scholarly community that
pushes the edge of the field and creates new and important knowledge.

With this foundation, RHE is considered one of the top higher education journals publishing
the highest quality empirical and/or theoretically grounded scholarship about the functioning
and effects of higher education. RHE publishes and promotes scholarship from varying
disciplinary, conceptual, and methodological perspectives. RHE manuscripts challenge higher
education scholars, practitioners, leaders, and policymakers to think more deeply and to make
intentional, research-informed changes. As a reminder, the RHE team has developed a process
for arts-based submissions, including color artwork from photo elicitation, videos that
accompany performance ethnographies, alboums dropped alongside manuscripts, and the like.
RHE does not have a website to make these available but welcomes authors to submit
manuscripts that link to permanent websites where the author maintains additional
information. The same is offered to quantitative and qualitative researchers who want to
provide access to datasets or other materials from the research process. Further, the RHE team
encourages international submissions that draw on existing higher education literature as well
as extend it.

Notably, in the past year, RHE’s acceptance rate has decreased from 8% to 5%. While this
sounds great for the journal and authors in tenure and promotion processes where journal
electivity can matter, it means RHE is an outlet for a limited number of higher education
scholars in any given year. The ASHE publications committee, chaired by Heather Rowan-
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Kenyon and Karen Kurotsuchi Inkelas, has been working on expanding ASHE’s publication
portfolio. We continue to encourage this expansion as there is a significant need and many great
scholarly works to publish. Many of you have offered this feedback as well and we know they are
listening and making plans.

New and Continued Initiatives

We are excited to share that RHE issues for 2025 are open access and should continue to be for at
least three years (2025-2027, as we test the S20 subscription model). This means greater journal
accessibility across the global east, south, west, and north. At the beginning of each calendar year,
Johns Hopkins University Press determines if RHE has met the subscription threshold for that
year and, if so, ensures all articles published that year will be — and remain — open access. We
understand authors may want to know if RHE will be open access as submissions are uploaded,
and while we cannot know this for certain, we can say that RHE has always met the threshold in
the past. We hope S20 continues to widen our reach, and open access continues beyond the
initial three years.

We are also excited that Senior Associate Editors, Chrystal George-Mwangi and Milagros Castillo
Montoya, have hosted multiple conversations with scholars who study higher education over the
past year. The culmination is a new section of RHE entitled, Liberatory Possibilities and Praxis.
The purpose of this section is to amplify scholarship that advances liberatory possibilities
evidenced by frameworks, methodologies, analytic approaches, and discussions that center
epistemic (in)justice within higher education. Details about Liberatory Possibilities and Praxis are
outlined in this report and on our website; we hope you consider submitting to this section. We
thank Chrystal and Milagros for their leadership and the board members who have helped to
envision this new section and make it a reality.

Notably, RHE does not have a years-long backlog, and accepted manuscripts are now available
online prior to being slotted into an issue. Having an Ahead of Print section required changes in
our behind-the-scenes processes with JHUP, but it was well worth it as the Ahead of Print section
(also open access) allows RHE to bring recent empirical and conceptual research to its readership
quickly, as well as makes it possible for authors to get earlier credit for their work in, for
example, tenure and promotion reviews.

A special thank you to Tim Cain, Associate Editor, for his consistent leadership efforts in
transforming the RHE book review process. We invite people with a terminal degree to write a
book review, and/or to mentor graduate students as you write collaboratively.

Importantly, RHE takes a team approach to all our efforts. In fact, the RHE Ohio State and
Indiana team meets together weekly, the leadership team meets bi-weekly, and the full board
meets in the fall and spring. The 2024-2025 efforts of RHE contributors are reflected in these
pages, and you may learn more in past reports. We remain grateful for all who have poured into
the journal, including senior associate editors, associate editors, senior managing editor,
managing editors, editorial board members, and ad hoc reviewers. We are also grateful to
authors for their original scholarship as well as the thoughtful ways they have advanced research,
invited readers to think more deeply about myriad and complex issues, and encouraged us to act
as we engage recommendations and implications.

We thank Angela Boatman, Associate Editor, who rotated off our team this year, for her over
four years of service to RHE, and welcome Elizabeth Niehaus to the team after her service as
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an editorial board member. After four years of service, we are grateful to Monica Quezada
Barrera, our first senior managing editor, who helped us fine-tune processes and ensure they are
well-documented for new editorial boards. Mianmian Fei (Ohio State) has moved from editorial
assistant to managing editor, joining Miras Sharipov (Indiana) and Arman Zhumazhanov
(Indiana). Also, six members are rotating off the editorial board this year: Allison Brckal.orenz
(Indiana), Brendan Cantwell (Michigan State), Rozana Carducci (Elon), Deryl Hatch-Tocaimaza
(Nebraska-Lincoln), Regina Deil-Amen (Arizona), and OiYan Poon (Thurgood Marshall Institute).
We welcome nine members into their second 3-year term on the board: Sonja Ardoin, Deborah
Faye Carter, Ashley B. Clayton, Antonio Duran, Rebecca Natow, Vanessa A. Sansone, Barrett
Taylor, Stephanie Waterman, and Rachelle Winkle-Wagner. New to the editorial board after
offering exceptional reviews for years are twelve new board members: Elizabeth Allan, Cassie
Barnhardt, Sondra Barringer, Mary Ann Bodine Al-Sharif, Varaxy Yi Borromeo, Jessica C. Harris,
Adrian Huerta, Wilson Okello, Cecelia Orphan, Julie Park, Oscar Patron, and Antar A.
Tichavakunda. Welcome to RHE!

RHE Involvement

How do you get involved in RHE? We welcome anyone with a terminal degree to sign up to
review. Intentionally, we have created an intentional pipeline for people to move from ad hoc
reviewers -> editorial board members -> associate editors -> editors for journals across the field.
Throughout this process, we pay attention to ensuring a diverse group of scholars across topical
expertise, methodological approach, institution type, race, gender, doctoral degree institution,
etc. You are also welcome to reach out to either of us or anyone on the RHE team to learn about
contributing to RHE.

Concluding Thoughts

As we wrap up another year of service, we are grateful for the collaborative efforts of Johns
Hopkins University Press, the ASHE Executive Director, Jason Guilbeau, and the ASHE
Publications Committee, who help to ensure RHE’s health. Heather and Karen will form a search
committee to look for the newest RHE editor/s, as our term will be ending soon. We appreciate
their thoughtfulness in planning a transition process, where we’ll overlap with the new editor/s
for a year before concluding our 3-year second term.

As editors, we recognize that RHE has been serving the field since its beginning in 1977. We
started our turn as editors in 2019 and will end our term in 2027, just as RHE is turning 50! Our
hope with this report is to provide the community, not just editorial board members, with useful
information and transparency of policies, processes, timelines, transitions, and changes as a way
to foster engagement and ownership, as we think of RHE as the field’s journal. We thank you and
look forward to working with you as we seek to build on the strong history of the Review of
Higher Education and set the journal up for its next 50 years.

MISSION

The Review of Higher Education (RHE) publishes empirically, historically, and
theoretically based articles and scholarly reviews and essays that move the
study of colleges and universities forward. The most central aspect of RHE is
the saliency of the subject matter to other scholars in the field as well as its
usefulness to academic leaders and public policymakers. Selection of articles
for publication is based solely on the merits of the manuscripts with regard
to conceptual or theoretical frameworks, methodological accurateness and
suitability, and the clarity of ideas and gathered facts presented. RHE
encourages a diversity of scholarly thoughts, perspectives, research designs,
and methodological paradigms.

FROM SEPT 1, 2024-AUG 31, 2025

After a pause in receiving submissions, RHE began to receive submissions
again on September 1, 2019. As a result, our first Annual Report covered the
year that spanned from September 1, 2019 to August 31, 2020. Subsequent
reports, including this one, follow the same September through the following
August timeframe. The current report also provides multi-year trends.

RHE ATTENTION

RHE New Section: Liberatory Possibilities & Praxis

This past year, Dr. Chrystal George Mwangi and Dr. Milagros
Castillo-Montoya, Senior Associate Editors for RHE, have
worked with editors and a council comprised of editorial board
members to develop the parameters for the new section of
RHE, Liberatory Possibilities & Praxis. The new section will
launch in November 2025. Information regarding the launch
will be sent to the ASHE community prior to the ASHE
conference. This new section is a result of a RHE Taskforce
recommendation for addressing systemic harm, particularly to
Black women scholars.

Article Views

Between September 1, 2024, and August 31, 2025, Project Muse
recorded 107,276 article views for RHE, a decrease of about 9%
from 117,398 views in 2023—-2024. Of these, 50,394 were PDF
downloads, with the rest representing HTML views. However,
because RHE participated in the S20 program this year, its
usage data were not included in Project Muse’s official
rankings, and detailed tracking of article view statistics was
therefore not available for the current reporting period.

RHE Subscriptions

The following data corresponds to the period beginning
September 1, 2024, and ending August 31, 2025. According to
Johns Hopkins University Press, there were 1,713 subscribers to
Volume 48, which contains Issues 1-4. This number represents
450 members and 45 libraries that subscribed to the electronic
version, as well as 12 institutional subscriptions to the print
versions. An additional 1,206 members have opted for the
electronic-only version of the journal.




RHE SOCIAL MEDIA REPORT

In addition to maintaining an active presence on X (formerly Twitter), we
expanded our social media outreach to LinkedIn in March 2025. This decision
reflects the platform’s growing prominence as a professional networking space
where faculty, scholars, and higher education leaders share their research,
publications, and institutional updates. By engaging with LinkedIn, we aim to
connect more directly with this professional audience and broaden the
visibility of RHE’s publications and activities. As a result of this shift, our
activities and engagement on X decreased, while LinkedIn has quickly become
a central avenue for promoting the journal.

MANUSCRIPT WORKFLOW
SEPTEMBER 1, 2024 TO AUGUST 31, 2025

When a manuscript is submitted by an author,
a Managing Editor completes a technical
check to ensure that manuscript meets
minimum requirements for submission.

Editor reviews the manuscript and assesses
manuscript fit.

Associate Editor reviews the manuscript and
determines appropriate Reviewers to assign
the manuscript.

Once an invitation to
review is accepted,
Reviewers have 30 days to
complete their reviews.

Once all reviews are submitted, they are
reviewed by the Associate Editor.

Editor reviews all Reviewer and Associate
Editor comments, and makes a decision.

Authors revise and resubmit manuscript.

*Note: General timeline for the decision on the newly submitted manuscript. We do our best to meet these decision
timeframes, however, goals can fluctuate depending on the type of manuscripts, time it takes to obtain a reviewer, time

reviewers take to review, time of year, etc.

Once a manuscript is accepted to RHE, authors have 30 days to complete final
revisions (as specified in acceptance letter) and send the finalized manuscript
and signed Publication Agreements for all authors to the RHE Managing
Editors.

‘ FINAL CHECKS 1-2 WEEKS

Managing Editor will complete the First Production Technical Check, ensure
that comments from the accept letter are addressed, then send along to the
Editor for a final review of the manuscript. Managing Editor will reach out to
author with any withstanding issues.

‘ COPYEDITTING 3-4 WEEKS

Finalized and approved manuscript is sent to the Copyeditor. Copyeditor
focuses on formatting and grammar to ensure APA 7th edition compliance and
sends back within 2-3 weeks. Managing Editor and Editor review copyedits and
save a new “clean” copy.

® FIRST PROOF ~2 WEEKS

The clean copy is sent to JHUP for First Proofs. JHUP's product team sends
back proof typically within 2 weeks. Managing Editor reviews first proofs
alongside copyedits and complete second technical check for all formatting and
conversion related issues.

‘PROOF REVISIONS ~3 WEEKS

: Managing Editor sends first proof and copyedited manuscript (with tracked

: changes) to authors for review. Author feedback is requested within a one week
: turn around. Managing Editor revises proof to include author feedback, then

: sends edited first proof to Editor for review. Final edits are sent to JHUP.

‘ONLINE FIRST AND DOI 3-4 WEEKS
JHUP produces final proof and sends to Editorial Team for review. Upon
approval, article is given a DOI and placed in the Ahead of Print section in
MUSE. It will later be slotted into an upcoming issue of RHE.

REVIEW OF HIGHER EDUCATION
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Table 7 reports the primary focus of the manuscripts submitted to the Review of Higher
Education between September 1, 2024, and August 31, 2025, as identified by the author.
As shown in Table 7, a wide range of topics was represented in submissions. The largest
numbers of submissions were in the areas of “Student Outcomes/Student Success” (32;
13%), “International Higher Education” (27; 11%), “Diversity Issues” (22; 9%), “Student
Development/Student Affairs” (20; 8%), and “Graduate Education” (20; 8%).

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RHE FIVE-YEAR TRENDS

Table 8 shows that total submissions have declined somewhat over the last five years. As
seen in Figure 3, submissions were relatively low during the last few months of 2024 and
the first few months of 2025. Submissions have increased since August and we are
anticipating an increase in submissions for the following year.

Submission and Book Review Guidelines

How can | submit a manuscript to the Review of Higher Education?

The RHE is interested in empirical research studies, empirically-based historical and theoretical
articles, and scholarly reviews and essays that move the study of colleges and universities forward.

Does the Review of Higher Education accept international submissions?

RHE is a U.S. based higher education journal, and while many of our publications center around
issues within U.S. higher education, we welcome international higher education manuscripts.
International submissions must have clear implications for RHE readers and adhere to all APA 7th
edition guidelines.

Who should I contact to submit a book review?

RHE publishes book reviews of original research, summaries of research, or scholarly thinking in
book form. Graduate students are welcome to co-author book reviews, with faculty or seasoned
research professionals as first authors. If you want to know whether RHE would consider a book
review before writing it, please email Associate Editor Timothy Reese Cain who leads our book
reviews at rhe-bookreviews@ashe.ws.

Is the Review of Higher Education Open Access, and how long will articles remain freely available?
Beginning in 2025, the RHE operates under a Subscribe to Open (S20) model, published by Johns
Hopkins University Press. Under this model, when subscription targets are achieved for a given year,
all journal content, including Ahead of Print articles, becomes freely accessible to readers worldwide.
The threshold has been met for 2025, meaning that all RHE articles published during the 2025
calendar year are available as open access. The continuation of open access in future years will
depend on meeting the annual subscription thresholds established by the publisher.

RHE's editorial team considers and selects
reviewers based on a variety of factors for a three-year term. RHE welcomes
recent graduates with a terminal doctoral degree as reviewers.

I am currently a graduate student, can | be a reviewer?

Reviewers for RHE must have a terminal EAD or PhD degree. Although current graduate students
may not serve as a reviewer for RHE, we encourage you to practice serving as a reviewer during
your graduate career by reviewing proposals for the ASHE conferences, serve as a reviewer on
student-led journals, and/or contact your faculty advisor for advice.
