Center-based programs that have positive
impacts on our youngest children's development
provide some combination of the following
features:
« highly qualified staff,
« small class sizes with high adult-to-child
ratios
« alanguage-rich environment,
« age-appropriate curricula and stimulating
materials in a safe physical environment,
« warm, responsive interactions between staff
and children.
