
Lease Amendment Quick Reference Guide
If...
- They rent the land and the home (includes mobile homes).
- They rent the land and own the mobile home, but the mobile home could not be moved.
- They rent the land and own the mobile home, and you will be making the mobile home permanently fixed to that land (room addition, carport, permanent foundation that could cause damage to the mobile home if it was moved)
Then, use this form: Free Standing Lease Amendment 
To be filled out for houses or mobile homes that are unmovable or for mobile homes that will become unmovable.
If...
- They own the mobile home and rent the land, and you’ll be altering the landscape of the land (drainage ditch, retaining wall, septic, well – anything in the ground).
Then, use this form: Mobile Home Lease Amendment 
To be filled out for mobile homes when your work affects the land, but does not make the home permanently fixed to the ground.
If...
- They own the mobile home and rent the land, and your repairs will be just on the mobile home (floors, weatherization, roof, underpinning, porches that can be removed with minimal work).
Then: There is no need to fill out any amendments, but you will need the landlord’s approval to be on the land (verbal agreement is enough).
- Fill out a regular Work Agreement and image and consents form.
- If you end up doing any work on the land, you’ll need to fill out a Mobile Home Lease Amendment and Mobile Home Lease Amendment Work Agreement for work done on the land.
If...
- The landlord is hesitant to fill out the amendment
Then: Talk to your Program Manager about modifying the amendment. It’s likely, however, that any landlord that has hesitations about filling out the amendment, might not be all that trustworthy and you might, in the long run, do a disservice to the family by working there.
