(for mobile home that is not a fixture, 
and the lay of the land will be changed)

 (the “MOBILE HOME OWNER”); and Appalachia Service Project, Inc. (“ASP”) and is a full and complete description of the parties’ intentions (the “LEASE AMENDMENT” or “AMENDMENT”).
RECITALS
A. Landlord is the true and rightful owner of certain real property located at

     (the “Property”) more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto.
B. Mobile Home Owner owns a mobile home (Vehicle Identification Number __________________; Title Number __________________) situated upon the Property and pays Landlord $

 (the “Rent) for the right to place the mobile home on the Property pursuant to a lease agreement previously entered into between Landlord and Mobile Home Owner on 



 and attached hereto as Exhibit B (“Lease”).
C. ASP, a non-profit corporation headquartered in Johnson City, Tennessee, is a Christian home repair ministry which uses volunteers to serve the housing needs of Central Appalachia by making homes warmer, safer and drier while offering transformational experiences for its volunteers and the families they serve.
D. ASP desires to provide certain home repair services more particularly described in the ASP-Family Work Agreement attached as Exhibit C hereto (the “Services”) for the benefit of the Mobile Home Owner and at no cost to Landlord.
E. Landlord and Mobile Home Owner desire to amend the Lease to accommodate certain changed circumstances as a result of the Services.
F. Landlord and Mobile Home Owner desire to amend the Lease only as to the items listed below.
NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual promises contained in this Lease Amendment and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:
1. 
THE SERVICES

1.1
ASP’s Obligation.  ASP agrees to provide materials, supplies and labor to complete the Services described on Exhibit C for the benefit of the Mobile Home Owner, at no cost to Landlord. The Landlord shall preference the following pursuant to Exhibit C:
· Provide written permission to ASP before any and all improvements are made to the property.
· Grant ASP permission to make any and all improvements deemed necessary within the limitations of time, budget, materials and labor availability. 

1.2
Mobile Home Owner’s Obligation.   Mobile Home Owner agrees to maintain, at its sole expense, the improvements as they concern the mobile home.

1.3
Landlord’s Obligation.   Landlord agrees to maintain, at its sole expenses, the improvements as they concern the Property.
2.
THE TERM

2.1
Term.  The term of the Lease shall be for a period of three (3) years, with the term commencing on_______________________ and terminating on ______________________ (the “Term”).

2.2
Renewal.  The Term may be extended by Mobile Home Owner for one (1) additional term of 

(___) year(s), subject to the terms of this Lease Amendment.  Mobile Home Owner must notify Landlord in writing two (2) months prior to the expiration of the Term.  If Mobile Home Owner fails to notify Landlord in a timely manner, it may result in a waiver of the right to extend the Term and the Lease shall expire at the end of the Term. 
3. 
LIMITATION ON RENT INCREASES

3.1
Limitation.  For three (3) years following the completion of the Services, Landlord shall not increase the Rent.  Mobile Home Owner shall remain responsible for its portion of the expenses and/or utilities, if any, as required by the Lease.
4. 
EVICTION

4.1
Eviction.  Landlord is prohibited from evicting the Mobile Home Owner or instituting any court action against the Mobile Home Owner for possession of the Property for three (3) years following the completion of the Services.

4.2
Exceptions.  The restrictions in Paragraph 4.1 shall not apply if the Mobile Home Owner does any of the following:


1.
Fails to pay Rent.


2.
Fails to pay expenses and/or utilities if so required by the Lease
 


3.
Causes substantial damage to the Property.


4.
Permits or causes a nuisance.


5.
Carries on any unlawful activity.

4.3
Notice.   In the event (i) the Mobile Home Owner is evicted from the Property pursuant to Paragraph 4.2; or (ii) either Landlord or Mobile Home Owner wish to terminate the Lease, two (2) months advance notice to the other party is required.
5. 
SALE OF THE PROPERTY

5.1
Notice.  In the event Landlord sells the Property within three (3) years following the completion of the Services, Landlord shall immediately, upon entering into an agreement of sale of the Property, inform both ASP and the Mobile Home Owner in writing.

5.2
Additional Conditions.  In addition to providing written notice pursuant to Paragraph 5.1, Landlord shall also (check one):
· obtain the buyer’s written agreement to assume Landlord’s obligations under the Lease and this Agreement prior to the sale.
· allow the Mobile Home Owner to remain on the Property for at least two (2) months from the date the notice described in Paragraph 5.1 is received so the Mobile Home Owner will have adequate time to make arrangements for the removal and transportation of the mobile home.
· pay the Mobile Home Owner’s reasonable cost of removing and transporting the mobile home and allow the Mobile Home Owner to remain on the Property for thirty (30) days after the Mobile Home Owner receives the payment.

ENFORCEMENT

6.1
Binding Agreement.  The promises and obligations contained in this Lease Amendment constitute a binding obligation on each of the parties and shall be enforced in accordance with the laws and contract principles of the State of ______________________.

6.2
Damages.  In the event this Lease Amendment is breached, damages may be awarded in accordance with applicable law.  Damages may include, but are not limited to, attorneys’ fees, interest, court costs, material and supplies costs, labor expenses (skilled and unskilled) and any other costs related to enforcing this Amendment.
7. 
MISCELLANEOUS

7.1
Amendment.   This Lease Amendment is intended as an amendment to the Lease between Landlord and Mobile Home Owner.  The provisions of the Lease not amended or hereby altered shall remain in full force and effect.  If there is any conflict between the terms of the Lease and this Lease Amendment, the provisions of this Lease Amendment shall govern.

7.2
Modifications.  This Amendment may be modified by the parties as long as such modification is in writing and signed by the parties.

7.3
Termination by Landlord.  Landlord may elect to stop some or all work that is changing the “lay of the land” at any time by providing notice to ASP.  
The parties hereby acknowledge that they have read and agreed to this Lease Amendment on the date first written above.

I understand that Appalachia Service Project (ASP) will make the repairs listed above (in this Section II) utilizing volunteer labor, some, or all, of which may be unskilled laborers, depending on the repair, and that these repairs are being made at no cost to me and in furtherance of the ministry of ASP.  I further understand that ASP does not warrant its work or provide any guarantee on its fitness for a particular purpose, and I accept any work performed by ASP on an “AS IS” basis.  I hereby agree to release ASP, its personal representatives, agents, volunteers, successors and assigns, from any and all past, present and future claims, demands, obligations, causes of action for damages of any kind, known or unknown, in any way related to the above repairs or based upon any construction performed by ASP at the residence listed above, whether founded upon contract, common law, breach of warranty, consumer protection, and/or workmanship.
I understand that should ASP determine, in its sole discretion, that completion of the above repairs cannot be made 1) without posing a risk to the volunteers, ASP staff members, and/or me or members of my household, or 2) without damaging the reputation and/or ministry of ASP, ASP has the right to stop work on my property.  I understand that should problems arise with the work performed or should further repairs be required, I have the duty to request that ASP make any such repairs (to be agreed upon in Section III); however, ASP is not required to make any such repairs and will perform such repairs only if, in its sole discretion, it has adequate time, materials, and labor available to do so.  I acknowledge that all requests for repairs and modifications must be in writing and any verbal representations are null and void and of no effect.  All repairs undertaken in Section III are also governed by all the same releases and waivers contained in this Section II.
I understand that, while volunteers are working or present on my property, there is to be no use of drugs, synthetic drugs, alcohol, or firearms by me, any member of my household and/or any guest.  I also understand that I am responsible for maintaining a hospitable environment free of any type of harassment against any ASP volunteer or staff member regardless of their age, gender, race, ethnicity, religion or sexual orientation. I acknowledge that should ASP determine, in its sole discretion, that the environment on my property poses a danger, or is harmful to any volunteer or staff member, or does not promote or further its ministry, ASP has the right to immediately stop all work on the project regardless of the current status of the repairs being made and is not required to put the property back into its original state prior to the repairs being undertaken.
I understand that if I am available and able, or if any other relative on the premises is available and able, assistance with the repairs is requested provided it does not pose a risk to any ASP volunteer, staff members, and/or members of my household.
All references to “I” shall include any and all minors or incapacitated persons for whom I am legally responsible and shall include the singular and plural, as necessitated by content.  If this is an owner-occupied property, all adults who own an interest in the property or otherwise reside on the property are required to sign this Agreement.  If this property is a tenant-occupied (i.e., not owner-occupied) property, all adult tenants/residents and all owners of the property are required to sign this Agreement.  The Owner/Tenant is required to provide that information to ASP and is jointly and severably liable for the failure to provide information or any misrepresentation of this information to ASP.
