2. Be on time!  Registration will begin at 7:00 a.m. and will be located just in front of
the putting green.

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3. Complimentary breakfast burritos, juice and Coffee are being provided by 

American Roofing Supply, Artisan Construction Company, Drexel Metals, G2 
Roofing, PrimeSource Building Products and United Materials.  Other 
breakfast items will be available for purchase at the Club House. 

4. Contest Package.  This is included for all players with your entrance fee! The 
contest package includes your door prize ticket for all the great give-a-ways and 
door prizes, a chance for a Hole-in-One for $5,000 Cash, opportunity to shoot your 
ball with a cannon instead of hitting it and the Chippo Challenge (skee-ball for golf)!  
And of course, our individual contests -- the Closest-to-the Pin and Longest Drive for 
both Men/Women and the Longest Putt for either.  Last, the tourney will be paying 
1st – 3rd and last place. 

5. 50/50 Grand Prize - split the pot with us. Purchase during registration on 
patio.  Everyone gets one red door prize ticket.  Increase your odds… just $20/per 
extra ticket.  

6. Fruit by Foot Roll – Purchase during registration on patio.  The fruit rolls may 
be used to measure a ball near the hole to count as a “holed” shot from prior stroke. 
Once that distance is used, the measured amount must be eaten/discarded. (i.e., 
your team’s 3rd shot is hit within 1 foot of the hole.  The team can use 1 foot of the 
roll to score a 3 on the hole.  The team then has 1 foot of roll left to use on other 
holes.) Each Fruit by the foot roll is 2 feet. $20 per roll per player. Maximum of 4 
rolls per team. 

7. New* Persimmon Longest Drive #15 Dunes and #13 Knolls - (Free). Our 
Community Service committee has a challenge for you.  You’ll be using old 
Persimmon Woods for your tee shot on these holes.  Longest Persimmon drive 
winners awarded at lunch.  

8. New* Opposite Swing #12 Dunes and #8 Knolls (Donation Hole). Our 
Government Relations committee is going to challenge you to an opposite swing.  
Right use left club and left use right club.  Plus, golfers who donate $25 will get a 
birdie.  Golfers who donate $100 get an eagle. Donations go to our legislative efforts 
of protecting and/or helping roofers with good/bad legislation. Longest opposite drive 
winners awarded at lunch. 

9. Slingshot Challenge #6 Dunes and #3 Knolls (Free).  Our YEP committee has 
some fun planned for you. You’ll be using a 3-man sling shot instead of driver for 
your tee shot, then play on from best out of 2 tries. Longest drive wins a Bluetooth 
speaker at lunch courtesy of GAF.  

10. Pace of Play. “Keep up with the group in front of you!”  
11. 2-Putt Rule – we are implementing the "2-Putt" rule; each foursome will have a 

maximum of two putts on any green.  After each golfer in the foursome has 
attempted one putt, the 2nd putt will be conceded and the foursome needs to move 
to the next tee. Maximum score of bogey (1 over par). 

12. NO Mulligans! 
13. Photos.  Be sure to get your group photo taken with the CRA Volunteers out on the 

course. 
14. After your round is done. Take your clubs to your vehicle and then return cart to 

‘cart return’ and head back to the lunch/awards ceremony in the clubhouse for 
some traditional BBQ grill eats, announcement of the team and individual 
tournament winners and some great live door prizes. 

15. Rules Sheet: Click to see the tournament rules and highlight sheet.
