HB 1167 -Paid Administrative Leave and Reinstatement
of Sick Leave Time

Signed into law on April 4, PA 102-0697 created paid administrative leave for fully vaccinated
school personnel who, either themselves or a child, were placed into isolation or quarantine
due to COVID-19. Please contact your legal counsel for more information in regards to this
new law.

April 1st Disaster Proclamation

IASPA's Constitution, Bylaws, and Governmental Relations Committee Chair, Attorney Ray
Chung, reviewed the April 1st Disaster Proclamation and provided a brief analysis.

"The April 1 disaster proclamation has very little to no impact on schools. There is language
about school mitigation measures but it's only "encouraged.’ Aside from that, no mandates on
masking or exclusions. The testing/vaccine piece is still there (renewed again), but without
the emergency rules, there is really no way to enforce such.”
