Share an
example. (Logic)

5. Give us an example of a time you decided not to take action, even though you were
pressured to do so. How did you evaluate the situation? What was the result? (Risk
Taking)



6. Sometimes we have jobs or projects that change in midstream. Tell us about a time
when this happened to you and how you dealt with it. (Adaptability/Flexibility)

7. Describe an innovative idea you developed that led to the efficient implementation of an
initiative. (Creativity/Innovation)

8. Crises usually require us to act quickly. In retrospect, how would you have handled a
recent crisis differently, if you had been given more time to think before acting? (Crisis
Management)

9. Tell us about a complex systems problem that you solved recently. How did you decide
what to do? What were the key elements that you considered? (Logic)

problem. What steps did you take to resolve the problem? What was the outcome? (Team
Work)

you handle it? Give us a specific example. (Resourcefulness)
