I designed a new master programme in Social Network Analysis approved by the Faculty of Humanities, UoM. The programme launched in September 2022 and recruited 14 students in the first intake.
The programme offers a comprehensive training in social network analysis, covering theories, methods and applications of social networks in social sciences. Students will learn the theoretical foundations of social network analysis, the constitutive elements of research design, techniques for data collection, advance methods for social network data analysis and visualization, statistical modelling of social networks and mixed methods. The learning environment will include frontal lectures, computer assisted workshops, and applications of social network theories and methods to a variety of substantive fields in social sciences. With a unique combination of lecturers from the Mitchell Centre for Social Network Analysis, who specialise in mathematics, social statistics and sociology, the teaching team will guide and supervise students in all the aspects related to social network research. Areas of applications include (but are not limited to) online networks, criminal networks, health network, cultural networks, scientific networks, migration networks and academic networks.
I served in 2020/2021 as the coordinator of the Qualitative Research Methods PGT modules, for which I restructured the current module offer, introducing a new module on visual methods for data collection. I served in the same role in the academic year 2013/2014, when I designed and implemented two introductory lectures (SOCY60230) which facilitate the understanding of the QRM venue and provide introductory knowledge of qualitative methods. I also designed and introduced a 10 credits PGT module (SOCY60232) on the foundational and advanced perspectives on qualitative methods, compulsory for students PGT students in social statistics, which enhances the general knowledge and understanding of qualitative methods and facilitate the further advance toward the specialized QRM courses. This was in response of the requirements of social statistics’ PGT students who usually lacked a basic training of qualitative methods and were therefore lagging behind students from other disciplinary areas (especially sociology and anthropology). The overall evaluations of the QRM venue have improved since, providing evidence of the successfulness of the intervention and my coordinating role.

I the academic year (20/21) I switched successfully to online and blended learning, offering pre-recorded video lectures and online tutorials and workshops for the master modules SOCY60230/1(Foundational and advanced perspectives on qualitative methods) and SOCY60412 (Research strategy and project management).

During my courses I use a range of innovative methods, including
