PMEXPO 2026 – KEY RULES & DEADLINES

Binding Agreement: Submission of signed contract constitutes a binding 
agreement; a $500 nonrefundable deposit per booth is due within 10 days.

Cancellations:

By Jan 18 – refund less deposit.

Jan 19 – Feb 15 – 50% refund less deposit.

After Feb 15 – no refunds or waivers

Payments: All membership and booth fees must be paid in full by Feb 15, 
2026.

Booth Assignments: PMA reserves the right to adjust booth locations as 
needed.

Staffing & Conduct: Booths must be staffed during all show hours. Each 
booth is for a single exhibiting company only. Partner or affiliate 
organizations must secure their own space. Professional conduct required; 
violations may result in removal or loss of future eligibility.

Move-In/Move-Out: Must follow official hours; early teardown prohibited. 
Items left behind may incur disposal fees.

Attendee Restrictions: Attendees must be 18 or older; non-exhibiting 
suppliers not permitted.

Booth Height Limits:8’ max height from back wall (for 5’ depth). 4’ max 
height from midpoint to aisle.

Décor Restrictions: No balloons, helium tanks, open flames or décor 
extending beyond booth perimeter. Must maintain ADA accessibility and 
not block exits, sprinklers or signage.

Noise & Sound: Microphones, audio and video must not disrupt 
neighboring booths. PMA reserves the right to limit excessive noise. 

Food & Beverage: Sampling requires prior written PMA approval. Alcohol 
permitted only through PMA and venue coordination.
