FEES

The only fee paid to RWAU is the course fee.
Optional textbooks and exams are paid separately
and to the respective organizations. The course fee
includes access to the course and a class study
guide.

The cost of books and the exam fee are separate
and registration for the exam is separate. The
books are not required, only suggested, and the
link to the books we suggest will be In your
confirmation email.

COURSE INFORMATION

aspects required to know in order to be a qualified wastewater operator.

You must be registered before a link for the
class will be sent to you. The link will be specific to the email you
registered with, so please make sure the attendee's email Is the one you
use on the registration.
