Relative Calm Surrounds Class 3, 4 Reforms

More than a year after WCMA and the
International Dairy Foods Association called
on the U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) to hold a hearing to amend make
allowances in federal milk marketing orders
(FMMOs), the agency's recommended
decision on FMMO reforms is public - and
the industry response is mixed.

While USDA's Class 1 reforms have stoked
some acrimony, the dairy industry appears
to have accepted its recommendations for
Class 3 and 4 milk with minimal fanfare,
writes WCMA Executive Director John
Umbhoefer (pictured here speaking at
USDA's FMMO hearing in 2023).
